Time marches on, and as all living expenses
have gone up, convention expenses have too.
Our registration prices changed a little this year
to be able to keep our convention high quality.
Nevertheless, we are still a great bargain. Our
early discount price is still under $100, and
hotel rooms are available at probably the best
price in the country for a clown convention.
Here are more details:

Full Convention registration price includes
WRCA membership, classes, competitions,
shopping at our vendors, activities, parties,
awards banquet with entertainment and Klown
Klatter newsletter (3 issues per year).

Adult pre-registration discount is $95 per
adult if postmarked on or before 9/1/08. After

9/1/08 and at the door, full registration is $120.

Registration for Juniors and Teens (age 6-17
by 11/9/08) is $50. This price is based on age,
not classes taken. Some experienced younguns
choose to attend adult classes, which is OK with
us. All Juniors and Teens need to check in with
our Junior Program Director, Gerrie, regardless
of which classes they choose to attend.
